ACADEMIC PROGRAM OVERVIEW:

This course focuses on the fundamental elements of visual storytelling
that enables students to direct their own projects. Whether you have
little experience or are Steven Spielberg in the making, gain
experience in Los Angeles, the entertainment capital of the world.
Students spend three hours each morning doing in-class instruction,
and the afternoons doing on-set production so they learn to convert
theory from the morning into practice and real experience. On the last
day, students will get the opportunity to present their short film (5-15
minutes). The filmmaking course pairs very well with the afternoon
twice-weekly Photography Elective.
